A typical set up for airless spray application would be a minimum working pressure
on paint of 140 kg/cm2 (2000 Ib/sq in) with a spray tip size 0.58mm (23 thou) and
a spray tip angle 65°

Clean all equipment with clean water immediately after use

Surfaces must be thoroughly clean, dry and free from all loose dirt, chalk or powder.
New surfaces such as plaster and concrete should be fully dry before painting.

1. Fresh concrete must cure at least 30 days and meet application requirement before
painting

2. Remove all loose materials & salts

3. Fill the cracks & defects with proper filler

4. To resist alkali and to obtain best results first apply 1 coat of Dulux Alkali Resisting
Wall Sealer (Water Borne) A931-18177

1. Remove powdery or flaking paint either by washing with a high pressure water
jet or scraping

2. Fill the cracks & defects with proper filler

3. To seal powdery surfaces and to obtain best results first apply 1 coat of Dulux
