Surfaces must be thoroughly clean, dry and free from all loose dirt, chalk or powder.
New surfaces such as plaster and concrete should be fully dry before painting, with
moisture content less than 14% and pH value below 10. Bare wood and metal
surfaces should be primed in the usual way.

1. Fresh concrete must cure at least 30 days and meet application requirement before
plastering

2. The plaster must not be too soft. Sand and dust off after dried.

3. To resist alkalis and to obtain best results first apply 1 coat of Dulux Alkali

. Remove powdery or flaking paint by scraping, then use a suitable abrasive paper
to sand and followed by dusting off.

. Fill the defects with proper filler
